We are happy that you have chosen to apply to become a member in CMDTRA, an equine and recreation club. This application process requires a few steps. 
(A) Please fill out this application and submit it via email to info@cmdtra.org. 
(B) Speak with our membership chair and receive a tour of the club grounds.
(C) Attend a Board of Directors (BOD) meeting where you will be introduced by the membership chair and may ask any questions you may have of the board. BOD meetings are held at the CMDTRA clubhouse, 1600 Trail Ride Road, at 7 pm the first Tuesday of each month. 
(1) Please bring a check made out to CMDTRA for $300, which includes the Membership Application Fee ($200), two months’ Membership Dues (2 x $50 = $100).
(D) Attend a general membership potluck social meeting to meet other CMDTRA members
(E) Assist the volunteer host (typically a board member) at a member potluck, each first Saturday of the month at the clubhouse, with occasional date changes (or volunteer at another club event).  
(F) Sign a CMDTRA liability release form and give to the membership chair.
(G) If you are also interested in boarding your horse at CMDTRA, please contact the Barn Chairperson to check availability.

The Board of Directors can then complete the review of your application and approve your membership. Once your membership is approved you will receive a CMDTRA Membership Packet with our handbook, a map, and calendar of events and your key fob. You are given digital access to our bylaws and member roster as well.  
Note: One key fob is included in your application fee. Additional key fobs may be purchased for $40 apiece if needed. If for any reason the process is not completed the above listed fees will be refunded.

Responsibilities of Membership:  CMDTRA is a “not-for-profit” organization managed by members, therefore, volunteer support is essential to the maintenance and improvements of our club.  Members are required to contribute at least 8 hours/year, or they may instead choose to pay $100 towards hiring a replacement for the tasks.  We have varied and fun activities for you to contribute your talents: horse events, work parties, maintenance of grounds or special projects, all of which offer you the opportunity to meet new friends and enjoy our beautiful club property. 

Monthly dues of $50 are due by the 15th of each month. Dues can also be paid quarterly or all at once at the beginning of the year. If the full yearly cost is paid in the month of January and you remain in good standing the entire year (including completing all volunteer hours), a “Good Standing Reward” check in the amount of one month’s dues will be mailed in December of each year. Payment can be made to CMDTRA, PO Box 419, Clayton, CA 94517. 

If at any time, you choose to resign from CMDTRA, it must be done in writing. Until you provide written notice, you will continue to incur membership fees.
